














Oil & Gas in Uzbekistan

Uzbekistan benefits from significant oil and natural gas reserves. It is the
third largest producer of natural gas in the CIS and one of the top ten
producers in the world. A presidential decree to modernise and re-equip
industrial facilities has impacted the oil and gas sector with the national oil
and gas company, Uzbekneftegaz implementing over 50 investment
projects worth more than $20 billion in the period up to 2014. These
projects are utilising a mixture of internal funding and foreign investment.

Six strategic priorities outline the development plans for the sector in
Uzbekistan. These cover:

• An increase in geological prospecting to provide a long-term base of
raw materials for a modernised energy infrastructure

• The modernisation of the technological infrastructure of production
and processing facilities to improve export potential

• The reconstruction and modernisation of the gas transport system 
for internal distribution and export.

• The development of gas chemicals to diversify product ranges for export
• Localising production and creating new plants to reduce imports
• Improving energy production efficiencies to reduce wastage and costs

This programme of development underpins the potential for long term
business prospects in the oil and gas sector and will continue to attract
the attention of the world’s suppliers to the industry.
